Sao Paulo, 27 de julho de 2022 — A Kepler Weber S/A (B3: KEPL3), empresa controladora do Grupo Kepler Weber, lider
em equipamentos para armazenagem e solu¢Bes em poés-colheita de grdos na América Latina) anuncia resultados
consolidado do trimestre e semestre findo em 30 de junho de 2022 (“2T22”) e (“6M22”). As informacdes consolidadas sao
elaboradas de acordo com as normas internacionais de relatorio financeiro — IFRS (International Financial Reporting
Standard).

MENSAGEM DA ADMINISTRACAO

No 2T22, a Companhia continuou avancando em sua estratégia de expansdo com crescimento sustentavel,
mantendo o foco em eficiéncia e produtividade, bem como com o posicionamento de marca premium em seus
segmentos de mercado. Alcancamos o melhor segundo trimestre da histéria da Companhia tanto em Receita
Liquida quanto em rentabilidade, proporcionando uma excelente posi¢éo de mercado, resultado de movimentos
assertivos frente a conjuntura favoravel do agronegécio, realizando negdcios rentaveis em todos os segmentos.

Anunciamos em 29 de junho um movimento estratégico importante, com a assinatura de um Memorando de
Entendimentos (“MOU”) visando a aquisi¢cédo de 50% mais uma quota da Procer, principal player do Brasil em
tecnologias especificas para gerenciamento de pés-colheita. A nova aquisigdo, que esta sujeita a assinatura
do contrato definitivo, € um movimento alinhado a estratégia de inovacao da Companhia que ira acelerar a
digitalizagcdo do pos-colheita para toda a cadeia produtiva, permitindo maior eficiéncia aos agricultores e
agroindustrias por meio de produtos e servi¢os suportados por tecnologia 4.0.

Em 29 de junho foi anunciado o Plano Safra 2022/2023, no qual R$5,13 bilhdes (24,5% maior que o0 ano
anterior), serdo direcionados ao Programa para Construcao e Ampliagdo de Armazéns (PCA), com taxas de
juros atrativas ao produtor, em percentuais abaixo da inflagdo. Essas condi¢Bes permitirdo aos produtores que
buscam financiamento, acelerarem seus projetos de ampliacdo de armazenagem visando aumentar seus
ganhos de eficiéncia na proxima safra.

Os bons resultados nesse trimestre sao consequéncia do trabalho bem-sucedido da equipe em toda a cadeia
de valor da Companhia, desde o posicionamento estratégico, a captura de um volume importante de negécios
rentaveis aproveitando o movimento favoravel do agronegdécio, a gestéo eficiente da cadeia de suprimentos,
bem como o processo de manufatura otimizado através do sistema Lean, garantindo entregas com alta
gualidade dentro de prazos adequados. Tal desempenho foi premiado através de dois importantes
reconhecimentos do mercado: o “Prémio Exportacdo RS”, organizado pela ADVB/RS (Associacdo dos
Dirigentes de Marketing e Vendas do Brasil), no qual a Companhia recebeu o destaque setorial de maquinas
e equipamentos, além do “Top of Mind da Revista Rural”, que elegeu a Kepler a marca mais lembrada pelos
produtores em sua categoria, com base em uma pesquisa feita com agricultores e pecuaristas de todas as
regides do Brasil, contando com 1.034 entrevistados.

Importante ressaltar que o crescimento de 340,7% no Ebitda, em relagéo ao 2T21, representa o avancgo no
aumento do nivel da atividade produtiva e da expansao das margens nos segmentos de negdcio, resultado da
eficiente gestéo operacional em conjunto com a administracdo de precos junto aos clientes.

Avancamos em mais um trimestre com o ROIC, evolucéo de 57,0 pontos percentuais em relacdo ao LTM 2T21,
atingindo 101,5%. Tal fato reflete a variagao positiva no Lucro Operacional Liquido que atingiu R$281,1 milhdes
no 2722 em relagdo a R$73,7 milhdes no 2T21 e + 281,4%. Além disso, o nivel de capital investido apresentou,
na média dos trimestres, uma variacdo de +67,1%%, atingindo R$277,0 milhdes versus R$165,7 milhdes no
mesmo periodo no ano anterior.

A Receita Liquida apresentou crescimento de 48,4% no 2T22 em relagdo ao 2T21. No 1° semestre de 2022 a
receita, apresentou crescimento de 66,6% em relacdo ao mesmo periodo de 2021, tendo em sua composi¢ao
a representatividade de 89% e 90% em opera¢cfes destinadas ao mercado interno, no 2T22 e primeiro
semestre, respectivamente e 11% e 10% ao mercado externo, no 2T22 e primeiro semestre de 2022,
respectivamente. Vale destacar que alcangamos o melhor segundo trimestre da histéria em Receita Liquida. A
evolucao da proporcéo da receita entre os mercados esta apresentada na figura 1, abaixo.

As Outras Receitas e Despesas Operacionais Liquidas totalizaram R$4,9 milhdes de resultado positivo no
2T22 e R$0,6 milhdes de resultado negativo no 2T21. No 1° semestre de 2022, o resultado liquido positivo
totalizou R$12,4 milhdes em comparacao a R$0,8 milhdes de resultado liquido positivo no mesmo periodo do
ano anterior. A variagdo de R$5,5 milhdes no trimestre e R$11,6 milhdes no semestre, reflete principalmente a
performance de Incentivos Fiscais atrelados ao Termo de Acordo MS 28/2002.

As Receitas Financeiras somaram R$6,9 milhdes no 2722 e R$11,9 milhdes no 1° semestre 2022,
representando 1,9% e 1,5% da receita liquida, respectivamente. No 2T22 houve aumento de 58,0% comparado
com o 2T21 e aumento de 9,4% no primeiro semestre de 2022 comparado ao mesmo periodo do ano anterior.

Despesas Financeiras
As Despesas Financeiras somaram R$6,7 milhdes no 2T22 e R$17,0 milhdes no primeiro semestre de 2022,

representando 1,9% e 2,1% da receita liquida. No 2T22 houve aumento de 38,3% comparado com o 2T21 e
aumento de 47,1% no primeiro semestre de 2022 comparado ao mesmo periodo do ano anterior.

O Resultado Financeiro Liquido totalizou R$0,1 milh&do positivo no 2T22 em comparagédo a R$0,5 milhdo de
resultado negativo no 2T21.

O resultado do semestre, liquido de depreciacdes e amortizacdes foi de R$168,6 milhdes, e a variagdo no caixa
referente as atividades operacionais foi de R$36,0 milhdes negativo, impactada principalmente pela
sazonalidade na rubrica de estoques (R$56,0 milhdes).

No 2T22, a Companhia realizou pagamento de dividendos obrigatérios no montante de R$ 17,2 milhdes e
R$58,3 milhdes de dividendos adicionais, totalizando R$75,5 milhdes de desembolso de caixa.

No periodo, os investimentos somaram R$ 19,1 milhdes, onde destacamos a importancia de R$ 11,6 milhdes
destinados a ampliagdo da capacidade de producgdo, R$ 0,3 milhdes de Novos Produtos, R$ 3,7 milhdes de
Tecnologia da Informagédo e R$ 3,5 milhdes normas regulamentadoras e reformas.

Nas atividades de financiamento, a Companhia teve como principais movimentac¢des a captacdo no 2T22 do
montante de R$100,0 milhdes em uma Nota de Crédito a Exportacédo (NCE) e uma Cédula de Crédito Bancério
ligada a exportacéo (CCBe).

Em 30 de junho de 2022 foi divulgado na CVM/B3 através de Fato Relevante a criacdo de um plano de
recompra de acbes. O plano visa a aquisicao de até 8.986.007 acdes ordinarias de emissdo da companhia
(10% das acbes KEPL3 em circulacdo), respeitando os limites previstos na regulamentac&o aplicavel, sem
reducdo do capital social.

O principal objetivo é a manutencdo em tesouraria das a¢c6es para eventual cancelamento ou alienacgéo pela
Companhia, sendo que o prazo previsto para encerramento desse programa é até 30 de dezembro de 2023. A
quantidade de acdes em tesouraria passou de 160.740 ON (antes do inicio do programa de recompra),
encerrando com 196.440 ON no final do dia 30 de junho de 2022, portanto 35.700 ON vieram do programa de
recompra.

Nova aquisicao

Divulgamos no dia 29 de junho de 2022, Fato Relevante na B3 e CVM, referente assinatura de Memorando de
Entendimentos (“MOU”) visando a aquisicéo de 50% mais uma quota da Procer, principal player do Brasil com
foco especifico em tecnologias para gerenciamento de pds-colheita.

Pelo MOU, os atuais s6cios da Procer permanecerdo na sociedade. A conclusdo da operacao e a transferéncia
das quotas estéo sujeitas ao cumprimento de condi¢cfes suspensivas usuais em operacdes dessa natureza,
dentre elas a concluséo de diligéncias, obtencédo das autorizacdes aplicaveis e negociacdo e assinatura de
documentos definitivos.

Ap6s a conclusao da aquisicdo, a Kepler Weber passara a deter 50% mais uma quota e nossos balancos
financeiros ao Mercado passarao a reconhecer a receita da Procer.

Desde 2019 estamos em uma jornada de exceléncia em servigcos, buscando melhorar a experiéncia do cliente
com a nossa marca. Com este movimento, avancaremos de maneira importante neste quesito, por meio de
servicos especializados e suportados por tecnhologia 4.0.

RELACIONAMENTO COM AUDITORES INDEPENDENTES

Nos termos da Instru¢do CVM no 381, de 14 de janeiro de 2003, a Companhia informa que a sua politica de
contratacdo de servicos ndo relacionados a auditoria externa se substancia nos principios que preservam a
independéncia do auditor.

Em atendimento a Instru¢do CVM no 381/03, no trimestre findo em 30 de junho de 2022, a KPMG Auditores
Independentes néo foi contratada para a execugéo de servicos ndo relacionados a auditoria externa.

A Companhia vem aprimorando suas praticas de governanga corporativa na condugao de seus negécios, para
gerar valor aos acionistas e demais partes interessadas.

Além disso, a Administracdo colegiada promove uma cultura
organizacional pautada na ética e na integridade. O Conselho de Administracdo (CA) é apoiado pelo Conselho
Fiscal e pela Diretoria Executiva.

Conselho de Administragcéo

Todos os conselheiros
eleitos seréo investidos por meio da assinatura de termo de posse, no prazo e na forma da lei, ocasido em que
declararéo, nos termos da lei, ndo estarem incursos em qualquer dos crimes previstos em lei que os impegam
de exercer a atividade mercantil e o cargo de administrador de companhia aberta, e utilizardo o Regimento
Interno para conduzir o funcionamento do érgao.

Diretoria Estatutaria

A Diretoria Estatutaria atual da Kepler Weber é composta por trés membros, eleitos pelo Conselho de
Administracdo. Os Diretores da Companhia tém vasta experiéncia no setor, contribuindo para o posicionamento
da Kepler Weber como lider em solug8es de pés-colheita e player relevante no mercado de equipamentos de
movimentacao de granéis solidos.

Atuacao do conselho de administracdo no cenario Covid-19

A Companhia realizou todos os atos societarios sem necessidade de postergacéo de prazos devido os efeitos
da pandemia provocada pelo Covid-19. A ultima Assembleia Geral Ordinaria foi realizada presencialmente e
através de boletim de voto a distancia recebidos diretamente na Companhia e através do Banco Escriturador
no dia 23 marco de 2022, a fim de atender aos decretos municipais e estaduais de Sédo Paulo/SP.

S&o Paulo, July 27, 2022 — Kepler Weber S.A. (B3: KEPL3), Kepler Weber group’s parent company and a leading supplier
of grain storage equipment and post-harvest solution in Latin America, is announcing its consolidated earnings for the
quarter and six-month ended June 30, 2022 (“2Q22” and “6M22”). The consolidated information is prepared according to
the International Financial Reporting Standards (“IFRS”).

MESSAGE FROM MANAGEMENT

For 2Q22, the Company continued moving forward on its expansion strategy with sustainable growth, keeping
focus on efficiency and productivity, while positioning itself as a premium brand in the market segments we
serve. We had the best second quarter in the Company’s history in terms of both net revenues and profitability,
which put us in an outstanding market position thanks to assertive movements on the back of the favorable
scenario in the agribusiness, making profitable deals in all segments.

We announced on June 29 a major strategic move, as we signed a Memorandum of Understanding (“MoU”) to
acquire 50% plus one of the shares in Procer, Brazil’s leading player in specific post-harvest management
technologies. The new acquisition, which is subject to a final agreement being signed, is a movement in line
with the Company’s innovation strategy that is going to accelerate the digitization of post-harvest activities for
the entire supply chain, increasing efficiency for farmers and the agribusiness through products and services
supported by technology 4.0.

On June 29 we announced the 2022/2023 Crop Plan, where R$5.13 billion (24.5% more than last year) will be
channeled into the Warehouse Construction and Expansion Program, at interest rates attractive to producers—
below inflation rates. These conditions will enable producers seeking financing to accelerate their storage
expansion projects aimed at increasing their efficiency gains for the next crop season.

The good earnings for this quarter are the result of the team’s successful work across the Company’s value
chain, from our strategic position through to our efficient supply chain management and our manufacturing
process optimized using the Lean system, ensuring quality deliverables on appropriate schedules. Such
performance was recognized by two important market awards: the “RS Export Award,” presented by the
Marketing and Sales Leadership Association in Brazil (ADVB/RS), for the Company’s outstanding position in
the machinery and equipment industry; and the “Rural Magazine Top of Mind” award, naming Kepler the top-
of-mind brand among producers in its category, based on a survey conducted with agriculture and livestock
farmers in all regions of Brazil, with 1,034 respondents.

We should point out that the 340.7% increase in EBITDA against 2Q21 represents an advancement towards
increasing the level of production activity and expanding margins in our business segments, resulting from
efficient operations management combined with price management with customers.

Our ROIC evolved for another quarter, improving by 57.0 percentage points against LTM 2Q21, reaching
101.5%. This reflects the positive variation in Net Operating Income, which amounted to R$281.1 million for
2Q22 against R$73.7 million for 2Q21. In addition, the level of capital invested displayed, on the average for the
quarters, a +67.1% variation, amounting to R$277.0 million against R$165.7 million for the same period of last
year.

Other Operating Revenues and Expenses, Net showed a positive result of R$4.9 million for 2Q22 and a
negative result of R$0.6 million for 2Q21.

Financial Revenues

Financial Revenues added up to R$6.9 million for 2Q22 and R$11.9 million for the 15t half of 2022, representing
1.9% and 1.5% of net revenues, respectively. There was a 58.0% increase in 2Q22 compared to 2Q21 and a
9.4% increase in the first half of 2022 compared to the same period of the previous year.

Financial Expenses

Financial Expenses added up to R$6.7 million for 2Q22 and R$17.0 million for the first half of 2022, representing
1.9% and 2.1% of net revenues. There was a 38.3% increase in 2Q22 compared to 2Q21 and a 47.1% increase
in the first half of 2022 compared to the same period of the previous year.

Net Financial Result

Net Financial Result was positive by R$0.1 million for 2Q22 against a negative result of R$0.5 million for 2Q21.
For the 1st half of 2022, the result was negative by R$5.2 million, compared to a negative result of R$0.7 million
for the first half of 2021. The variation between the half-years primarily reflects the exchange rate fluctuation for
the period.

The Company’s EBITDA for 2Q22 amounted to R$94.3 million, up 340.7% against R$21.4 million for 2Q21.
The margin for the quarter was 26.2% and 17.4 percentage points higher compared to that for 2Q21. For the
1st half of 2022, EBITDA amounted to R$241.1 million, up 344.8% against the 15t half of 2021, with a 30.2%
margin.

Net Income for 2Q22 amounted to R$60.2 million, with a 16.7% net margin and an 11.9 percentage point
increase compared to the 4.9% net margin for 2Q21.

The result for the half-year, net of depreciation and amortization, was R$168.6 million, with a negative change
in cash from operating activities of R$36.0 million, primarily impacted by the seasonality of inventories (R$56.0
million).

The Company paid in 2Q22 mandatory dividends amounting to R$17.2 million and additional dividends
amounting to R$58.3 million, totaling R$75.5 million paid in cash.

Investments for the period added up to R$19.1 million, and we should highlight the importance of R$11.6 million
invested in capacity expansion, R$0.3 million in new products, R$3.7 million in information technology, and
R$3.5 million in adjustments for compliance with regulations and reforms.

The main change in the Company’s financing activities was funding in the amount of R$100.0 million in 2Q22
through an Export Credit Note (NCE) and an export-related Bank Credit Certificate (CCBe).

RETURN ON INVESTED CAPITAL (ROIC)

LTM ROIC for 2Q22 increased by 57.0 percentage points against 2Q21, reaching 101.5%. Operating income
after tax amounted to R$281.1 million for 2Q22, against R$73.7 million for 2Q21, up 281.4%. In addition, the
level of invested capital showed, on the average for the quarters, a +67.1% variation, amounting to R$277.0
million against R$165.7 million for the same period of the previous year.

We continued making progress in this quarter on our investment plan, and we announced significant
investments in the Panambi industrial park, in the state of Rio Grande do Sul. A couple of highlights we would
like to name were the purchase of a turning center and the continuation of investments in machine and
equipment adjustments in our facilities.

As of the date hereof, we had executed 30% of our R$64.8-million investment plan approved for 2022. High-
cost projects, such as the new powder coating line and the new machines that have arrived, will be more
concentrated in the second half-year.

The total consolidated debt for 2Q22 increased by 180% against 4Q21, and 98.8% of the debt for this quarter
is related to the Export Credit Note, while the FINEP facility represents 1.2% of the Company’s debt.
Accordingly, Net Cash for 2Q22 was positive by R$110.8 million against R$74.7 million for 4Q21.

For the six-month period, free cash flow amounted to R$138.7 million, reflecting in the performance of cash, at
+105.2%, and in a gross balance of R$270.5 million in cash, financial investments, and non-cash financial
investments.

In June 2022, Kepler's shares appreciated by +2.1% against June 2021, while the Ibovespa index depreciated
by -22% and Small Caps depreciated by -39% in the same period.

KEPL3 share buyback program

The creation of a share buyback plan was announced on June 30, 2022 at CVM/B3 through a Notice of Material
Fact. The plan is aimed at purchasing up to 8,986,007 common shares issued by the Company (10% of the
KEPLS3 shares outstanding), subject to the limits set by the applicable laws, with no capital decrease.

The principal goal is to hold these shares in treasury for any potential cancellation or sale by the Company, with
this program expected to be closed by December 30, 2023. The number of treasury shares increased from
160,740 “ON” (registered common) shares (before the start of the buyback program) to 196,440 “ON” shares at
the close of June 30, 2022, with 35,700 “ON” therefore coming from the buyback program.

New acquisition

We released on June 29, 2022 a Notice of Material Fact at B3 and CVM, concerning our signing of a
Memorandum of Understanding (“MoU”) to acquire 50% plus one of the shares in Procer, Brazil’s leading player
in specific post-harvest management technologies.

Under the MoU, Procer’s current shareholders will remain in the company. The completion of the transaction
and the transfer of shares are subject to conditions subsequent being met that are usual for transactions of this
nature, among them doing the due diligence, obtaining the applicable authorizations, and negotiating and
singing final documents.

Upon completion of the acquisition, Kepler Weber will hold 50% plus one of the shares, and our balance sheets
released to the market will start recognizing Procer’s revenues.

Since 2019, we have been on a journey toward excellence in services, seeking to improve our customers’
experience with our brand. By making this move, we will make strides in that direction through specialized
services supported by technology 4.0.
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Under CVM Instruction No. 381, dated January 14, 2003, the Company reports that its policy for hiring services
unrelated to the external audit is underpinned by principles that preserve the auditor’s independence.

In compliance with CVM Instruction No. 381/2003, for the quarter ended June 30, 2022, KPMG Auditores
Independentes was not engaged to perform any services unrelated to the external audit.

CORPORATE GOVERNANCE

The Company has been improving its corporate governance practices in the conduct of its business to create
value for shareholders and other stakeholders. Listed on B3’s traditional segment, the Company performs all
obligations stipulated for that listing segment. In addition, Management promotes an organizational culture
underpinned by ethics and integrity. The Board of Directors is supported by the Fiscal Council and the Executive
Board.

Board of Directors

The board of directors consists of no at least seven and at most nine incumbent members. They are elected by
the shareholders’ meeting through a voting process where the shareholders designate their representatives for
a two-year term of office, with reelection permitted.

The board of directors is the top governing body responsible for the long-term planning strategy and for
supervising the officers. They hold ordinary meetings on a monthly basis and extraordinary meetings whenever
necessary.

The chairman and the vice-chairman of the board of directors are selected by the body itself. In line with best
practices, the offices of chairman of the board of directors and chief executive officer or chief executive are not
held by a same person.

At the annual shareholders’ meeting held on March 30, 2021, the shareholders elected by multiple votes 8
members to make up the Company’s board of directors, whose terms of office will end when the 2023 annual
shareholders’ meeting is held. All directors took office and have no other duties or titles at the Company other
than those related to the board of directors or its strategic, governance and compliance committee.

Fiscal Council

The fiscal council is appointed to work permanently according to the law and has its own internal regulation. It
consists of three incumbent members and their respective alternates elected by the annual shareholders’
meeting, as set forth in article 161, § 4, of Law No. 6,404/1976. Each member performs their duties for the term
specified by the annual shareholders’ meeting and can be reelected. The body’s principal responsibilities are to
inspect management’s activities, review the Company’s financial statements and report its conclusions to the
shareholders.

At the annual shareholders’ meeting held on March 23, 2022, the shareholders elected through a simple vote 6
members (3 incumbent members and their respective alternates) to make up the Company’s fiscal council,
whose terms of office will end when the 2023 annual shareholders’ meeting is held. All elected councilors will
take office by signing an investiture instrument by the date and in the manner set forth by the law, on which they
will represent, as required by law, that they were not convicted of any such crimes contemplated by law as
would preclude them from engaging in business activities and holding a management position at a publicly-held
company and that they will use the Internal Regulation to conduct the body’s procedures.
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Executive Board

Kepler Weber’'s current executive board consists of three members elected by the board of directors. The
Company’s officers have extensive experience in the industry, contributing to Kepler Weber’s position as a
leading provider of post-harvest solutions and a major player in solid bulk cargo handling equipment.

Board of directors’ action in the Covid-19 scenario

The Company took all corporate acts, with no need for extensions or delays due to the effects of the Covid-19
pandemic. The latest annual shareholders’ meeting was held in person and through remote voting forms
received directly at the Company and through the Bookkeeping Bank on March 23, 2022, in order to comply
with municipal and state decrees enacted in Sdo Paulo, state of Sdo Paulo. A quorum of 72.93% of all
shareholders holding commons shares in the Company was present.

The board of directors continues monitoring and supporting the Company’s actions to combat the pandemic
and receives reports from the chief executive officer and members of the crisis committee.
